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The Task Force Student Sub-Committee (co-chaired by Penny Pasque and Colette Dollarhide) hosted faculty and students from
the College in a discussion about next steps for creating an inclusive and welcoming learning environment in EHE. The ideas
they generated are listed below.

We suggest the recommendations moving forward be grounded in each of the departments in EHE, and perhaps the Diversity
Committee in each department might be the most appropriate body to implement these recommendations. These are listed in
descending order:

1. Connect students to each other:
